Studi
es in rat indicate that ribosomal protein S27 is located near riboso
mal protein S18 in the 40S subunit and is covalently linked to transl

ation initiation factor elF3. As is typical for genes encoding ribosom
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al proteins, there are multiple processed pseudogenes of this gene
dispersed through the genome.
