Together
these subunits are composed of 4 RNA specie
s and approximately 80 structurally distin
ct proteins. This gene encodes aribosomal
Background: protein that is a component of the 60S subu
nit. The proteinbelongs to the L15E family
of ribosomal proteins. It is located in
the cytoplasm. This gene shares sequence
similarity with the yeast ribosomal protei
n YL10 gene. Although this gene has been
referred to as RPL10, its official symbol
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is RPL15. This gene has been shown to be

overexpressed in some esophageal tumors
compared to normal matched tissues. Altern
ate splicing results inmultiple transcrip
t variants. As is typical for genes encodin
g ribosomal proteins, there are multiple

processed pseudogenes of this gene dispers
ed through the genome.
