It is loca
ted in the cytoplasm. The protein may be one of the
target molecules involved in mediating growth inhibiti
on by interferon. In yeast, the corresponding protein
binds to a specific site on the 26S rRNA. This gene is
co-transcribed with the U42A, U42B, U101A, and U10
1B small nucleolar RNA genes, which are located in it
